MAJOR PASSAGES TO PRAY FROM 

- Isaiah 62:1-7


- Romans 9:1-3, 10:1, 11:11-14, 23-24, 25-26


PRAYERS FOR ISRAEL & THE JEWISH PEOPLE

Pray for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit. (Act 2:1-15, 37-41)


Pray that Messianic believers would preach the gospel with power. (Acts 4:29-30)


Pray that God would protect them from surrounding threats. (Ps 122:6-7, Joel 3:16)


Pray that God would open Jewish hearts and minds to receive Jesus.  (Act 16:14)


Pray that Israel’s prophetic promises would come to pass. (See back for a list.)


PRAYERS FOR THE CHURCH


Pray for God to give the church his heart for Israel. (Rom 9:1-3)


Pray for the church to provoke them to jealousy. (Rom 11:11-14)


Pray for God to raise up a global prayer movement (watchmen) for Israel and the 
Jewish people. (Isa 62:6-7, Rom 10:1)


Pray for the church to be comforters to the Jewish people. (Isa 40:1-2)


PRAYERS FOR UNITY

- Pray for unity in the church. Specifically for unity between Jews and Gentiles, and 

between the Messianic Movement and the wider Body of Messiah. (Jhn 17:21, Eph 
2:14-15, 4:3, 4:15, Ps 133, Rom 15:5-6)

PASSAGES DETAILING ISRAEL’S MAJOR PROPHETIC PROMISES 
(not exhaustive)


- Their turn to God while in the nations. (Deut 30:1-10)


- Salvation through the New Covenant. (Jer 31:31-34)


- Messiah to reign over them. (Jer 33:14-18)


- He will rescue them from pressure and despair. (Isa 49:13-20)


- He will send them messengers to proclaim good news. (Isa 52:7-8)


- Jerusalem to reflect God’s splendor. (Isa 62:1-5)


- Regathering of the Jewish people. (Ezek 34:11-16)


- National Righteousness (Ezek 36:25-30)


- National Revival (Ezek 37:11-14)


- God’s zeal to return to Jerusalem and dwell there in glory. (Zech 2:10-13, 8:-6)


- God to dwell in their midst. (Zeph 3:14-20)


- Jerusalem will welcome Jesus’ return. (Matt 23:37-39)


- All of Israel will be saved. (Rom 11:25-26)
