TOPIC:  On Earth as it is in Heaven
These Blessing DeclaraƟons are submiƩed to you by the Kingdom Stewards Network (KSN) which is a 
statewide prayer movement empowering believers to speak God’s word over their territory (home, 
neighborhood, church, city, county, etc.).  The vision is to stake God’s claim for His Kingdom on earth as it is 
in Heaven and shiŌ the spiritual atmosphere of every Colorado community so that each region aligns with 
their redempƟve giŌs and purposes and more people come to the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.

Blessing Saturdays 
The mission of each Blessing Saturday is to engage believers in every community to individually (or with 
friends/family), to speak God’s Word over our state. This is in accordance with what is wriƩen in Isaiah 55:11, 
“so is My word that goes out from My mouth: It will not return to me empty but will accomplish what I 
desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.”

InstrucƟons:

When?   2nd and 4th Saturdays at 9am 
Where?   At a locaƟon outside.  

PreparaƟon:   Be sure to spend 10+ minutes praising God and worshipping Him and posiƟoning yourself 
seated in Christ in heavenly places (Eph 2:6) before speaking the DeclaraƟons.  Enthrone 
Jesus as King over yourself and your territory and invite Him to intercede with You today.

How?   To be declared out loud with boldness and confidence, on your own or with others.

Pause:  Don’t rush through the Blessing DeclaraƟons. Pause aŌer each one taking Ɵme to listen for the Lord’s 
in put regarding anything He might want you to add.

ON EARTH AS IT IS IN HEAVEN
Through July of this year, we will be releasing Blessing DeclaraƟons based on the Lord’s Prayer in MaƩhew 6:10. 
This month, we will make blessing declaraƟons addressing “On earth as it is in Heaven” including the provision 
described in “Give us this day our daily bread.”  This secƟon of the Lord’s Prayer focuses on aligning earthy 
realiƟes with God’s Heavenly Kingdom.  It emphasizes submission to God’s rulership over our lives, the 
manifestaƟon of His righteousness in our daily living, and the establishment of His peace in troubled places.  It 
also includes the understanding that God’s will for His people encompasses His provision, sustenance and daily 
care.  As we submit to God’s will and pray for our earthly lives to reflect our heavenly posiƟon, we believe that 
any tendency toward lack, fear, anxiety or scarcity will be eliminated from our thoughts and our reality.  We will 
instead choose to receive God’s spiritual nourishment and natural provision on Earth as it is in Heaven.

Blessing DeclaraƟons April 11: ON EARTH AS IT IS IN HEAVEN
1. We bless the Colorado Ecclesia with a powerful revelation of Luke 17: 20–21 that “the kingdom of God

does not come with observation; nor will they say, ‘See here!’ or ‘See there! For indeed, the kingdom of
God is within you.”

2. As the Colorado Ecclesia, seated in heavenly places in Christ Jesus (Eph 2:6 NKJV), we welcome the
soon manifestation of Matthew 6:10 across all of Colorado. Let “Your kingdom come, your will be done,
on earth (in Colorado) as it is in heaven.”

3. We declare the truth of Philippians 4:19 to the people of Colorado, that our “God shall supply all your
needs according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”

4. We bless the people of Colorado with a Kingdom perspective founded in a deep, heartfelt desire for
God’s reign to be actively displayed statewide; influencing daily lives with God’s just and right ways as
patterned in Heaven.

5. We bless the Colorado Ecclesia with a burning desire to act in obedience to God’s word as written in
Matthew 10: 7-8, preaching that “the kingdom of Heaven is at hand.”  Let each believer now freely give
what they have received as they “Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, (and) cast out
demons.”

6. We encourage every Colorado believer to prepare a resting place for the Lord God Almighty in their
hearts and homes as written in Psalm 132:5 “"I will not give sleep to my eyes or slumber to my eyelids
until I find a place for the Lord, a dwelling place for the Mighty One of Jacob."

7. We bless the Colorado Ecclesia to now mirror the sinless life of Jesus as written in 1 John 3:5 (ESV):
"You know that he appeared in order to take away sins, and in him there is no sin".

8. We declare that Colorado believers are now empowered to break the cycle of evil by actively
responding to any form of evil with goodness, kindness, love and righteousness as written in Romans
12:21.

9. We bless those who seek the Lord with provision, as it is written in Psalm 34:10, because “…. they that
seek the Lord shall not want any good thing.”

10. We thank You Jesus, as written in 2Corinthians 10:5, that believers statewide are now aligning with
Heaven as they “destroy arguments and every lofty opinion raised against the knowledge of God, and
take every thought captive to obey Christ.”

11. We ask Lord for a renewed commitment of the Colorado Ecclesia to obey God’s will as Jesus modeled
in John 6:38 “For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent
Me.”

12. As written in Isaiah 6:3, we invite the Colorado Ekklesia to now converge with heaven, lifting up God’s
Holy Name in pure worship and praise; “And one cried to another and said: Holy, holy, holy is the Lord
of hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!”

13. We bless the people of Colorado with eyes to see and acknowledge the manifestations of God’s glory
just as Jesus blessed his disciples in Luke 10:23 “Blessed are the eyes which see the things you see.”

14. We bless the Colorado Ecclesia with the directive of Psalms 24: 7 to welcome King Jesus into their lives:
“Lift up your heads, O you gates! And be lifted up, you everlasting doors! And the King of glory shall
come in.”

15. We bless Colorado believers to walk in their heavenly authority in agreement in prayer (as co-heirs with
Christ) believing, as Jesus said in Matthew 18:19, “Again, truly I tell you that if two of you on earth agree
about anything they ask for, it will be done for them by my Father in heaven.”
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16. We bless every Coloradan to hear the gospel of the Kingdom and know that God of Heaven desires to
dwell within them on Earth as it is written in Mark 1: 14-15; “ The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of
God is at hand; repent and believe in the gospel."
